Overblik: Marts 2007

Maneden har baret preeg af den offentliggjorte
arsrapport, der efter markedets reaktion at
dgmme er blevet sezerdeles positivt modtaget.

BioPorto udsteder nye aktier
Fondsbgrsmeddelelse nr. 13, d. 19.03.2007
BioPorto gennemfgrer to emissioner, hvoraf den
ene oprindelig var planlagt i efteraret 2006 og
udskudt grundet den tidligere omtalte
Fondsradssag. Emissionerne styrker BioPortos
kapitalberedskab med et samlet provenu pa
DKK 47 mio. Dette sikrer en god position i de
igangveerende licensforhandlinger og muligger
pa kort sigt de planlagte udvidelser i selskabets
salgs- og marketingaktiviteter. Ved nyheds-
brevets udgivelse er begge emissioner fuld-
tegnede og aktierne fordelt De nye aktier
udstedes efter offentligggrelse af prospekt.

Forlgb af ordinser generalforsamling
Fondsbgrsmeddelelse nr. 15, d. 21.03.2007
BioPorto afholdt d. 21. marts den arlige
generalforsamling. Arsrapporten for 2006 blev
godkendt og beretningen taget til efterretning.
Bestyrelsesformanden Christian F. Rovsing
valgte at traede tilbage og bestyrelsen bestar
saledes af de gvrige tre genvalgte bestyrelses-
medlemmer. Bestyrelsen vil i neermeste fremtid
blive udvidet med yderligere et bestyrelses-
medlem, hvorefter den nye bestyrelse vil
konstituere sig.

Licensforhandlingerne er fortsat i gang og
selskabet fastholder sine forventninger om at
na tilstreekkelig langt i lgbet af april til at give
en melding.

To judge from market's positive reaction, the
Annual Report published in March has been
favorably received and is this month's primary
event. Since its publication, the share price has
gone up from an average of DKK 5.27 to the
current DKK 7.76, briefly exceeding DKK 8. The
rising interest in BioPorto is also seen in the
number of inquiries made to Investor Relations
as well as in the number of participants at the
Annual General Meeting. Furthermore, holders of
bonds are increasingly interested in converting
these to shares.

This month the company has submitted yet
another patent application for NGAL and
participated in two scientific congresses.

BioPorto issues new shares

Company announcement no.13, 19.03.2007
BioPorto is carrying out two new share issues,
one of which was originally planned for the fall
of last year but postponed by the matters raised
by the Securities Council. The proceeds of the
share issues amount to DKK 47 million and
strengthen the capital base at a crucial point in
the licensing negotiations while permitting the
planned expansion of the company's sales and
marketing activities. The issues have been fully
subscribed and the shares allocated. The new
shares will be issued once the prospectus is
published..

The Annual General Meeting

Company announcement no. 15, 21.03.2007
BioPorto's Annual General Meeting of Share-
holders was held on March 21. The Meeting
adopted the Annual Report and took note of the
management's statement. Chairman Christian F.
Rovsing retired from the Board and the other
three Board members were re-elected. The
Board will summon an extraordinary general
meeting to elect an additional Board member
after which the Board will appoint its chairman.

The Annual General Meeting was held at the
company's premises with a larger turnout than
in previous years and a gratifying demonstration
of interest on the shareholders' part.

NGAL status

The licensing negotiations are still in progress
and the company maintains its expectation of
reaching a point during April which will permit an
announcement. Meanwhile, the effort to protect
IP rights continues and this month the company
submitted yet another patent application
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patentansggning med udgangspunkt i NGAL
malinger, som skal veere med til at sikre
teknologien pa de omréader, det er muligt.

Styrkelse af salg og marketing
AntibodyShop har pabegyndt rekrutteringen af
en ny eksportchef, der skal styrke selskabets
indsats p& distributgrsiden.

Deltagelse p& kongresser

PA “World Congress on Trauma, Shock,
Inflammation and  Sepsis” (TSIS) gav
videnskabelige direktgr, professor Uttenthal, en
preesentation af NGAL som markgr for
nyreskade i sepsis ligesom selskabet deltog pa
den kommercielle udstilling med relevant
information om de diagnostiske produkter til
den kritisk syge patient. Deltagelsen pa
udstillingen  foregik i samarbejde med
selskabets tyske distributgr, dianova. Endvidere
har selskabets udviklingschef deltaget i
“International Symposium on Intensive Care
and Emergency Medicine” i Bruxelles, hvor
King's Collehe Hospital preesenterede lovende
resultater med AntibodyShops Gec-globulin og
NGAL analyser i leversvigt.

Konvertible obligationer

Strengthening of sales and marketing
AntibodyShop is currently looking for a new
Export Manager to strengthen its collaboration
with distributors.

Uttenthal gave an oral presentation on NGAL as
a marker for renal injury in sepsis and the
company participated in the industrial exhibition
with relevant information on diagnostic products
for the critically ill patient. Participation in the
exhibition was in collaboration with the
company’s German distributor, dianova. In
addition, the R&D Manager attended the
“International Symposium on Intensive Care and
Emergency Medicine” in Brussels, where King's
College Hospital presented promising results
with AntibodyShop's Gc-globulin and NGAL tests
in liver failure.

Convertible bonds

A number of holders of convertible bonds have
instructed the company to convert these into
shares. This is in all probability due to the
favorable trend in the share price and the
positive expectations for the immediate future.
The company has issued convertible bonds
equivalent to a total of DKK 15 million, of which
DKK 10.75 million will at present be converted
into shares.
