Overblik: Maj 2007

I maj har indsatsen i hgj grad veeret rettet mod
at feerdigggre udviklingen af antistoffer mod
rotte-NGAL og muligggre deres lancering.
Derudover er lagt et stort stykke arbejde i
prospektudarbejdelse for gennemfagrelse af
kapitaludvidelsen ligesom bestyrelsen efter-
folgende vil veere klar med forslag til sin
fremtidige sammensaetning. Maj maned har
desuden budt pa interne tiltag pa
personaleomradet, selskabet har deltaget i
Immunologisk Selskabs arsmgde, og der er
indleveret endnu to PCT-ansggninger inden for
NGAL og Gc-globulin omraderne.

Rotte-NGAL

Den farmaceutiske industri undersgger i dag et
stort antal nye potentielle lsegemidler men
rader ikke over en nem og fglsom made til at
overvage og teste for nyreskadelige
bivirkninger i forsggsdyr. Som meddelt i
arsrapporten for 2006 har BioPorto oplevet en
stor efterspgrgsel fra den farmaceutiske
industri, idet NGAL har vist sig at veere en unik
og velegnet markgr for tidlig nyreskade hos
mennesker og derfor ogsa er en oplagt kandidat
som markar i overvagning af mulig nyreskade
hos forsggsdyr. Nyreskade er en alvorlig
bivirkning ved mange slags medicin, herunder
blandt andet vigtige typer sasom antibiotika og
kemoterapeutiske midler mod kreeft.

BioPorto har i den sammenhaeng feerdigudviklet
nye antistoffer og analytiske procedurer for
detektion af rotte-NGAL (homolog til human
NGAL) og som forventet lanceres disse i starten
af juni. Produkterne er iseer rettet mod den
farmaceutiske industri, idet rotteforsgg mange
steder udggr en stor del af den preekliniske
testning af potentielle leegemidler.

Det er BioPorto’s hensigt yderligere at forsyne
dette marked med |lignende antistoffer,
analytiske procedurer og test kits, der kan male
nyreskade markgren NGAL i andre hyppigt
anvendte forsggsdyr i forbindelse med
toksikologiske test.

Kapitaludvidelse
Kapitaludvidelsen er undervejs og forventes
gennemfgrt medio juni.

May 2007 at a glance

In May the main objective has been to complete
the development of rat NGAL antibodies in
readiness for launching these on the market. In
addition, a lot of work has gone into completing
the prospectus for the share issue. just as the
Board will thereafter be ready with suggestions
regarding its future composition. May has also
seen the appointment of new staff. The company
was represented at the annual meeting of the
Danish Immunological Society, and two PCT-
patent applications have been submitted on
further diagnostic applications of NGAL and Gc-
globulin.

Rat NGAL

The pharmaceutical industry is daily investiga-
ting a large number of candidate therapeutic
agents but does not have access to a simple,
sensitive method of screening and testing for
nephrotoxic side effects. As mentioned in the
annual report for 2006, BioPorto has witnessed a
great demand from the pharmaceutical industry,
in that NGAL has proved to be a uniquely
suitable early marker for kidney damage in
humans, and is therefore an obvious candidate
as a marker of nephrotoxicity in experimental
animals. Kidney damage is a serious side effect
of many types of medicine, including important
types like antibiotics and chemotherapeutic
agents for cancer.

In this connection, BioPorto has completed the
development of new antibodies and analytical
procedures for detecting rat NGAL Homologous
to human NGAL), and the antibodies are being
launched in June. The products are especially
directed at the pharmaceutical industry, as
testing in rats constitutes a large part of the
preclinical testing of candidate pharmaceuticals.

BioPorto intends to continue to service this
market with additional antibodies, analytical
procedures and test kits to measure the kidney
damage marker NGAL in other experimental
animals that are frequently used for toxicological
testing.

The current share issue
The raising of additional capital is in progress
and should be completed by mid-June.
