Delarsrapport, H1 2007

BioPorto har i de fgrste 6 maneder af 2007 haft
en positiv udvikling, der lever op til
forventningerne. Herunder kan det fremhaeves,
at omsaetningen steg med 51 %.

Delarsrapporten opsummerer ligeledes
selskabets aktiviteter pA NGAL omradet, der
omfatter lancering af antistoffer mod rotte-
NGAL, indlevering af endnu en patentansggning
samt intensiverede forhandlinger om selskabets
NGAL patentrettigheder og licensadgangen
hertil. Efter delarsrapportens offentliggarelse
uddybede Thea Olesen overfor RB-Bgrsen
status for NGAL forhandlingerne saledes: Vi
har brugt tid pa& at forbedre vores
patentsituation vedrgrende NGAL, og det ggr at
vi stdr i en bedre situation end for nogle
maneder siden” (citeret fra artiklen af
27.08.2007). Den forbedrede stilling har
medfart at Selskabet har indledt dialog med
yderligere forhandlingsparter og med en mere
kompleks forhandlingssituation forventes en
endelig aftale fgrst at foreligge i 2008.

August-September 2007 at a glance

BioPorto issued its report for the first six months
of 2007 at the end of August, thus substituting
the issue of this newsletter issue at the start of
September. In the last two months BioPorto was
represented at two congresses, upgraded its
laboratory and held a two-day meeting for its
distributors among other activities.

Half-year report, January-June 2007
Company announcement no. 27, Aug. 27, 2007
BioPorto showed a positive trend in its
development during the first six months of 2007,
in line with its expectations. In this respect it
should be pointed out that turnover rose by
51%.

The half-year report also summarizes the
company’s activities in the NGAL area, which
comprised the launching of antibodies against
rat NGAL, the filing of a further patent
application and more intensive negotiations on
the company’s NGAL IP rights and their
licensing. After the report’s publication, CEO
Thea Olesen characterized the status of NGAL
negotiations in RB-Bgrsen (Aug. 27, 2007) as
follows: “We have spent time on improving our
patent situation with respect to NGAL, and this
now places us in a better situation than a few
months ago”. The improved situation has led the
company to initiate contact with further parties.
In view of the more complex negotiation
situation, a final agreement is first expected to
be in place in 2008.

The half-year report can be read in its entirety
on the company’s home page, where it is
presented in both Danish and English.

Corporate Governance

The new Board of Directors has embarked on a
number of tasks and is now working on an
account of BioPorto’s corporate governance. This
is expected to be ready and available on the
company’s home page in October, following a
whole-day meeting in which the Board will also
review the company’s strategy and action plans.
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Distributgrmgde

Den 1. og 2. oktober har BioPorto afholdt sit
arlige distributgrmgde med deltagelse fra 10
lande. Distributgrerne er blevet praesenteret for
selskabets diagnostiske produkter og antistoffer
ved sdvel egne salgs- og videnskabsfolk som
flere geestetalere med seerlig viden indenfor
BioPortos produktomrader. Blandt oplaeggene
har der veeret fokus pa mulighederne for brug
af NGAL malinger i medicinalindustriens
preekliniske udvikling, en mulig sammenhaeng
mellem mangel p4 MBL og spontane aborter
samt indlicensieringsplanerne.

BioPortos deltagelse i to kongresser
BioPorto har i september deltaget i to
kongresser. Den ene, Clinical Biomarker Forum
i Prag, havde fokus pa brugen af biomarkarer i
den farmaceutiske industri, hvorunder NGAL
indgik i et af opleeggene. Mgdet gav en god
indledende kontakt til flere mulige kunder/
samarbejdspartnere i den farmaceutiske
industri.

Ved den anden kongres, The European
Meeting on Complement in Human Disease i
Cardiff, UK, blev MBL produktportefgljen prae-
senteret i samarbejde med Selskabets engelske
distributgr Caltag Medsystems. Der blev
indhentet vigtig information om andre aktgrer
inden for MBL diagnostik samt om udviklingen i
MBL terapiomradet, ligesom der blev skabt
indledende kontakter til internationale opinions-
ledere pa komplement-omradet.

Opgradering af laboratorium
og produktoptimering
BioPorto har gennemfgrt en opgradering af
laboratoriefaciliteterne, der nu er blevet
godkendt wunder klasse 1 til arbejde med
genmodificerede organismer (GMO). Dette
tillader fremstilling af rekombinante proteiner
og udggr en betragtelig udvidelse af selskabets
muligheder for udvikling af antistoffer og
analyser til nye diagnostiske markarer.
Selskabet har introduceret en ny,
automatiseret immunkemisk kvantificerings-
teknologi til optimering af produktions- og
kvalitetsstyrings-processer. Tiltaget ventes at
forbedre produkternes kvalitet og nedseette
produktionsomkostningerne og regnes med at
veere fuldt implementeret inden for de neseste 6
maneder.

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Distributor meeting

BioPorto held its annual distributor meeting on
October 1-2, with participants from 10 countries.
The company’s diagnostic products and
antibodies were presented to the distributors
both by its own sales and research staff and by
guest speakers with expertise in BioPorto’s
diagnostic areas. Focus subjects included the
possibilities of using NGAL determinations in the
pharmaceutical industry’s preclinical testing, a
possible connection between MBL deficiency and
spontaneous abortion, and the company’s in-
licensing plans.

BioPorto present at two congresses

In September BioPorto participated in two
congresses or technical meetings. The first,
Clinical Biomarker Forum, in Prague, focused on
biomarkers in the pharmaceutical industry,
NGAL receiving attention in one of the
presentations. The meeting provided good
introductions to potential customers or
collaborators in the pharmaceutical industry.

At the other congress, The European Meeting
on Complement in Human Disease, in Cardiff,
UK, the MBL product portfolio was presented in
collaboration with the company’s British
distributor, Caltag Medsystems. Important
information was obtained on other operators in
MBL diagnostics and developments in the MBL
therapeutic area, while initial contacts were also
made with international opinion-leaders in the
complement area.

Upgrading of the laboratory and product
optimization

BioPorto has upgraded its laboratory facilities,
which have now been approved as a class-1
laboratory for handling genetically modified
organisms (GMO). This permits the production of
recombinant protein antigens, an important
expansion in the company's capacity to produce
antibodies and tests for new diagnostic markers.

The company has also introduced a new,
automated immunochemical quantification
technology to optimize production and quality
control processes. This initiative is expected to
improve product quality and significantly reduce
production costs. It is expected to be fully
implemented within the next 6 months.
